October 6:

e an-Naba’ 411 - statements by ISWAP
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Summary:

Four disbelieving Christians killed in attacks by the soldiers of the caliphate in northern Nigeria
Four Christians killed after capture. Clashes with militia during three different attacks.

Clash with local militias

12 Rabi’ al-Awwal, clash with local militias working for the Nigerian army near (Ajiri) — (Borno). All
fled.

Four captured Christians killed

12 Rabi’ al-Awwal, two Christians captured near the border town (Douashi). Killed with machine
guns.

16 Rabi’ al-Awwal, two Christians captured between (Damasek) and (Shetimari), close to the border
with Niger. Killed with machine guns.

Last week

One Nigerian soldier killed. One base attacked. A second victim was a Cameroonian soldier. 3
separate attacks in northern Nigeria close to the border with Cameroon.

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Summary:

October 4: IED attack on a Wagner patrol on the road between (Tabnakourit) and (Infif). Vehicle
destroyed, all aboard killed.

October 5: Attack on a patrol of the Malian Army and the Wagner Group on the road between
(Tabnakourit) and (Infif). Heavy losses in enemy ranks reported.

October 6: Attack on a patrol of the Malian Army and the Wagner Group with two VBIED’s and heavy
weapons, west of (Infif). Some killed and wounded. A lot of military equipment destroyed.

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Summary:
October 3: Burkinabe militia ambushed near (Tibou) — (Soli). 4 killed, 4 Kalashnikovs and magazines
seized.

Rabi’ al-Awwal 22 — By the grace of God Almighty, two days ago soldiers of the caliphate attacked a
camp of the murtad Nigerian army in the village (Soyi) — (Borno). One was killed, the rest fled. Several
weapons and a motorcycle were captured after which they safely returned to their base. Praise be
God.

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Summary:
October 3: Malian army ambushed between (Nambala) en (Jabali). 5 Malian soldiers and Wagner

Group mercenaries killed. Several vehicles and heavy weapons captured.

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Summary:
October 7: Malian Army ambushed between (Kouna) and (Bouri). 16 soldiers killed. One vehicle and

multiple heavy weapons seized.

By the grace of God Almighty, two days ago soldiers of the caliphate attacked a number of
disbelieving Christians, close to (Gharkida) — (Adamao). Two were killed, the rest fled.

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Summary:
October 5: Ambush on the Togolese army between (Tambatoul) and (Kanakanti). 4 killed, a vehicle

and weapons seized.

October 5: Ambush on Burkinabe militia near (Jabgha). 2 killed.

October 5: IED detonated on a Nigerian army patrol between (Sai) and (Tambou). A significant
number of killed and wounded.

October 9: Burkinabe forces targeted with an IED in (Soghniga). Some killed.

October 8: ambush on the Burkinabe army between ((Sinkinsi) and (Bitou). 7 killed, several heavy
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weapons seized.

Sanogo in captivity

Au Mali, Drissa Sanogo, retenu en otage depuis mai 2020 par le Groupe de soutien a l'islam et aux musulmans,
lié a al-Qaeda, est mort en captivité. C'est le groupe jihadiste qui I'a annoncé vendredi dans un communiqué,
qui a été authentifié. Drissa Sanogo était préfet de Gourma-Rharous, région de Tombouctou, lors de son
enlevement. Le Jnim assure que Drissa Sanogo n'a pas été exécuté, mais qu'il est mort parce qu'il était
malade.
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
