October 12: 

• an-Naba’ issue 413 – Statements by ISGS – Multiple attacks in Niger 
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Summary:  More than 220 Nigerien soldiers and militia members killed. One helicopter damaged 

In operations in the past two months over 200 Nigerien soldiers were killed, one helicopter and 15 

vehicles were damaged. 17 JNIM-members were killed and 6 fighters of the Azawad militia. This in 

various operations in Niger, Mali and Burkina Faso. 

13 Nigerien soldiers killed in an ambush near (Tillaberi) 

Friday, 3 Safar– attack on a convoy of the Nigerien army in (Tillaberi) region. 11 were killed on the 

spot, others wounded, the rest fled. Two were captured and executed. Significant amount of material 

seized. 
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More than 30 Nigerien soldiers killed 

Friday, 16 Safar– raid on a Nigerien army camp in (Kandadji) – (Ayoro) – (Tillaberi). More than 30 

killed and wounded. Weapons and material seized. 

20 Nigerien soldiers killed; dozens wounded. Helicopter damaged 

Thursday, 13 Rabi’ al-Awwal – raid on a Nigerien army camp near (Tillaberi). At least 20 killed and 

wounded in attacks with various weapons and RPG’s. Helicopter coming to aid was shot and 

damaged. Several vehicles destroyed, weapons and ammunition seized. 

Nigerien army tries to cover up losses 

Niger claimed it killed nearly 100 Mujahidin in most recent clashes. In reality only one has been killed. 

Nearly 60 Nigerien soldiers killed and wounded in an ambush in Western Niger 

Monday, 17 Rabi’ al-Awwal – ambush set for a convoy existing of about 150 vehicles in (Takanamat) 

– (Tawa), Western Niger. Nearly 60 killed and wounded. 7 vehicles burned, 7 other captured. Several 

heavy weapons seized. 3 Mujahidin killed in battle.  

The convoy attacked was returning from the area of (Tamalat) near (Menaka) – (Mali). The convoy 

returned from a raid on a market on 7 Rabi’ al-Awwal in which seven people were killed and property 

was destroyed. 

Attack on a police checkpoint in the area of (Tillaberi) 

Sunday, 18 Rabi’ al-Awwal – attack on a Nigerien police checkpoint in (Bani Bongo), west of 

(Tillaberi). They fled, checkpoint burned, some equipment seized. 

Five Azawad militia members killed in two different attacks 

3 Safar – Mali. Ambush on Azawad militia near (Menaka), North-Eastern Mali. One militia member 

intercepted and killed.  

Same day – attack on a checkpoint about 2 km north of (Menaka). 3 soldiers killed, one vehicle 

destroyed. 

Assassination of a prominent Azawad leader 

Tuesday, 20 Safar – Azawad leader Iblil Agh Mousa killed on broad daylight on a market in (Menaka). 

The man executed was in close contact with the Malian army and the “Crusader” Wagner Group. 

11 al-Qaeda members killed in two separate attacks 

Sunday, 9 Rabi’ al-Awwal – attack on al-Qaeda militia in (Diwa) – (Oudalan), northern Burkina Faso; 

one JNIM member killed, others fled. Weapons and motorcycles seized. 

Wednesday, 12 Rabi’ al-Awwal – attack on bases of JNIM in (Kalamba) – (Kaya), Northern Burkina 

Faso.9 killed, others wounded, the rest fled. Material destroyed and looted.  

al-Qaeda loots the Muslims wealth, and the Islamic State returns it 

Saturday, 22 Rabi’ al-Awwal – attack by JNIM on (Bourga) northern Burkina Faso. Villages were 

accused to be working with the Islamic State. Property was looted and retaken in a counterattack 

killing and wounding some of them. Properties were returned to the population. 

Capture and execution of two al-Qaeda spies 

Monday, 24 Rabi’ al-Awwal – two al-Qaeda spies arrested in (Inkidiwan) – (Menaka) – Mali. Both 

were executed after investigation.

Summary: 5 Nigerian soldiers and two Christians killed in several attacks and explosions in 

Northern Nigeria 

Five Nigerian soldiers killed, others, among which an officer, were wounded in two attacks on a 

roadblock and a camp. 3 explosives were detonated on patrols of the Nigerian army in the area of 

(Borno). They also attacked a Christian village killing two of them in (Adamawa), North-Eastern 

Nigeria.  

Ferocious attack on a camp of the murtad Nigerian army 

Thursday, 27 Rabi’ al-Awwal – attack on an army camp in (Sabon Gari) – (Borno). 4 killed, others 

wounded, the rest fled. Equipment seized. 

Attack on a roadblock killing one 

Saturday, 29 Rabi’ al-Awwal – attack on a Nigerian army checkpoint in (Mainok) – (Borno). One 

killed; the rest fled. 

Two explosive devices detonated, one armoured vehicle damaged 
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Friday, 30 Rabi’ al-Awwal – two explosive devices detonated on a patrol of the Nigerian army 

patrolling between (Wajiroko) and (Sabon Gari) – (Borno). One armoured vehicle damaged, those on 

board were wounded. 

A third explosive device 

Friday, 30 Rabi’ al-Awwal – third explosive device detonated on an army patrol on the road to (Sabon 

Gari); one killed. 

Two Christians killed 

Tuesday, 25 Rabi’ al-Awwal – attack on Christians near (Garkida) – (Adamawa). Two killed, the rest 

fled. Their property was burned. 

Last week 

Last week soldiers of the caliphate attacked a checkpoint of the Nigerian army, killing one. Some 

weapons seized. Northern Nigeria

Nigerian army in (Aziri) – (Borno). They fled, the Mujahidin captured a heavy machine gun and 

ammunition. Praise be God.

message. 

Not Drissa Sanogo, prefect of Ghourma-Rharous, captured on May 2, 2020 in Timbuktu, died in 

captivity. The person who died in captivity due to diabetes was the Senegalese Amido Soumari. 

October 24: 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Dikwa) – (Borno) – (Nigeria) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God Almighty, last Friday, soldiers of the caliphate detonated a massive explosive 

device, on a patrol of the murtad Nigerian army and supporting militia, close to (Dikwa) – (Borno). 
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One 4X4 vehicle was destroyed. 8 Nigerian soldiers and 2 militia members were killed. Praise and 

glory be God.

4 vehicles and some equipment were torched before the Mujahidin safely 

returned to base.
