Report XLVIII – (October 26, 2023 – November 2, 2023) 
 

October 26: 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Around 4 Burkinabe militia-members killed 

 

Summary: 

October 20 – 4 Burkinabe militia-members killed, weapons and equipment seized 

October 22 – Burkinabe militia trapped, weapons and equipment looted 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – IED-attack on the Malian army and the Wagner Group 

 

Summary: 

October 25 – IED attack on a fuel truck of the Malian army and the Wagner Group on the road 

between (Wami) and (Gosi), thwarting their plot and stopping their advance. 

• an-Naba’ issue 414 – Statements by ISWAP 
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Summary: 

11 Nigerian soldiers and militia members killed, among them an officer, in different attacks 

throughout Nigeria 

10 Nigerian soldiers and militia-members killed in IED attack. One customs-office burned. An officer 

killed, others wounded. Six attacks in the areas of (Yobe) and (Borno), northern Nigeria. 

Militia checkpoint burned in an attack in (Yobe) 

3 Rabi’ al-Akhar, attack on a militia checkpoint near (Kanama) – (Yobe). No casualties. 

Attack on a Gendarmerie checkpoint, one officer killed, two wounded 
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6 Rabi’ al-Akhar, sneak attack on a customs office in (Gidam), killing one officer, two others 

wounded, the rest of them fled. 3 vehicles, a power generator and parts of the site were burned. 

After the attack there were clashes with a patrol of the Nigerian army close to the customs office. No 

losses in enemy ranks reported. 

10 Nigerian soldiers and militia-members killed 

From (Yobe) to (Borno) – 5 Rabi’ al-Akhar, detonation of a large explosive device targeting the 

Nigerian army and supporting militia, close to (Dikwa) – (Borno). One 4x4 vehicle destroyed, 8 

Nigerian soldiers and 2 militia-members killed. 

Barracks stormed, one armoured vehicle damaged 

4 Rabi’ al-Akhar, army barracks stormed in (Aziri) – (Borno). All enemies fled, one armoured vehicle 

was damaged with a hand-grenade. 

Two army barracks targeted in (Wajiroko) 

9 Rabi’ al-Akhar, attack on an army camp with a 40 mm grenade launcher in (Malam Fotori) – 

(Borno) 

10 Rabi’ al-Akhar, another army camped shelled with 40 mm greandes in (Wajiroko) – (Borno)  

7 Rabi’ al-Akhar, Red Cross vehicle burned in (Karito) – (Borno) 

Last week 

5 Nigerian soldiers killed, two others, one an officer, were wounded, in several attacks on checkpoints 

and camps. 3 IED’s were detonated targeting the Nigerian army in the area of (Borno). One Christian 

village was attacked, two Christians were killed in (Adamawa) – in North-East Nigeria. 

• Statements by ISGS – Six murtad militia members and a spy killed – New crimes 

committed by the Nigerien army on local pouplation 
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Summary: 

Six militia-members killed, two others wounded, in Mali. One Nigerien army soldier captured and 

killed. Details arose about a massacre of the Nigerien and accomplices, more than 160 Muslim 

villagers killed.  

Six militia members close to (Ansongo)  

7 Rabi’ al-Akhar, 6 militia members killed in ambush near (Ansongo) – south of (Gao). Six (Imghad) 

and (Ghatia) militia members killed; two others wounded. Weapons and motorcycles captured. 

Nigerien army spy executed 
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6 Rabi’ al-Akhar, Nigerien army spy captured, questioned, and executed. 

Execution of Hadd al-Hiraba (brigandry) executed in (Ansongo) 

6 Rabi’ al-Akhar, execution of Hadd al-Hiraba on an individual sentenced by the Sharia court in 

(Ansongo) – (Gao). 

A new crime in by the Nigerien airforce killing around 150 Muslims 

5 Rabi’ al-Akhar, (Tabenkor) – (Menaka). Around 150 Muslims killed in an aviation attack on a 

Mosque. 

Same day, 12 Bedouins killed in an airstrike in (Infokoraten) – (Menaka) 

Last week  

Details about operations in the months as-Safar and Rabi’ al-Awwal were disclosed to an-Naba’ – 

over 220 Nigerien soldiers and militia-members were killed, among them a high-ranking leader.  

One helicopter was taken down, 15 vehicles damaged.  

October 28: 

• Statement by ISWAP – Clashes with militia working for the Nigerian army in (Aziri) – 

(Borno) 

 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God Almighty, two days ago soldiers of the caliphate clashed with a patrol of militia 

working for the murtad Nigerian army, close to (Aziri) – (Yobe). They fled, the Mujahidin captured a 

motorcycle and returned back safe. Praise be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP – Attack on Christians in (Kodobi) – (Borno)  

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God Almighty, last Wednesday, soldiers of the caliphate attacked the Kafir Christians 

in the village of (Kodobi) – (Borno). One was killed, the rest fled. Praise be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP – Attack on Christians in (Jouhi) – (Borno) 
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Translation: 

By the grace of God Almighty, yesterday soldiers of the caliphate attacked the Kafir Christians in 

(Jouhi) – (Borno). They fled, the Mujahidin burned their church and some of their houses. Praise be 

God. 

October 29: 

• Statement by ISWAP – Attack on a patrol of the Nigerian army between (Katafila) and 

(Mararaba) – (Borno) 

 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God Almighty, yesterday, soldiers of the caliphate ambushed a foot-patrol of the 

murtad Nigerian army on the road between (Katafila) and (Mararaba) – (Borno). One of them was 

killed, the rest fled. The Mujahidin safely returned to their base. Praise be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP – attack on Christians in (Kolodi) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God Almighty, two days ago, soldiers of the caliphate attacked the Kafir Christians in 
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the village of (Kolodi) – (Borno). They fled. The Mujahidin captured some of their possessions and 

burned other material. Praise be God. 

• Picture set by ISGS – Attack on a Nigerien road-block – (Nankanamat) – (Tawa) – Niger 

(three pictures withheld from publication due to graphic content)  
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Several attacks with IED’s on the Malian army and the 

Wagner Group 
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Summary: 

October 23 - Armoured vehicle of the Malian army and the Wagner Group attacked with an IED 

between (Hombori) and (Wami). 

October 28 – IED detonated on a truck of the Malian army and the Wagner Group on the road 

between (Ogofi) and (Gosi), the vehicle was completely destroyed 

Same day – a group of Mujahidin detonated an IED on a group of Malian soldiers killing some of 

them. 

• Picture set by az-Zallaqa Media – MINUSMA vehicles destroyed  
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Vehicles of MINUSMA attacked by the Mujahidin 
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Summary: 

October 27 – MINUSMA vehicles ambushed by the Mujahidin during the retreat from (Bamako) to 

(Kais). 4 vehicles burned, including two armoured vehicles. 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Losses of the Malian army under the fire of the Mujahidin 

 

Summary: 

October 27 – trucks loaded with armoured vehicles of the Malian army attacked on the road between 

(Kaforo) and (Ouajima) – (Kai). The trucks were completely burned. 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – clashes between the Malian army and the Mujahidin 

between (Fangousou) and (Bambari) 
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Summary: 

October 22 – Malian army ambushed between (Fangousi) and (Bambara) – (Siko) – some were hit 

and the fled leaving weapons and material behind. 

October 19 – IED attack on the Malian army between (Namghala) and (Jabali). 5 killed. 

October 15 – 3 IED attacks on the Malian army in (Nara). 

30/10: 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – drone attack on the boarder area of Burkina Faso and 

Niger 
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Summary: 

October 23 – drone attack by the Burkinabe army on civilians in (Kokolok) – (Tillaberi). One was killed 

another wounded in a barbaric attack. 

October 24 – attack on Burkinabe militia-members in (Kolbou). At least one killed, one AK captured. 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Continuous strikes on the Malian army and the Wagner 

Group  

 

Summary: 

October 28 – IED attack on the Malian army and the Wagner Group on the road between (Sanki) and 

(Hombouri), one armoured vehicle completely destroyed. 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Detonation of an explosive device on the Malian army 

and the Wagner Group 
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Summary: 

October 26 – IED attack on an armoured vehicle of the Malian army and the Wagner Group near the 

military camp of (Imshash). The vehicle was completely burned, killing everyone on board. 

31/10: 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – October 31 - MINUSMA vehicle destroyed east of the 

base of Kidal, all on board killed.  
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October 31: 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Continuous operations against the UN forces 

 

Summary: 

October 31 – a patrol of Mujahidin detonated and IED on a truck of the MINUSMA-forces near (Kidal) 

and completely destroyed it. 

On the same evening an armoured vehicle of MINUSMA was attacked by the Mujahidin west of 

(Kidal). The vehicle was completely destroyed.

November 1: 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Urgent (Timbuktu) – Vehicle of the Malian army and the 

Wagner Group attacked between (Asharan) and (Timbuktu) 

 

November 2: 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – IED attack on a MINUSMA convoy 
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Summary: 

November 2 – IED attack on a MINUSMA convoy west of Kidal, one armoured vehicle completely 

destroyed. 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Mines keep hitting the Malian army and the Wagner 

Group 
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Summary: 

October 31 – a vehicle of the Malian army and the Wagner Group was attacked with an IED which 

forced them to stay on the location, between (Douri) and (Ghosi). Some killed and wounded. 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Almost 10 civilians killed in a raid by the Nigerien army in 

(Koukalouk)    

 

Summary: 

October 31 – drone attack by the Nigerien army on civilians in the market of (Koukalouk) – (Tillaberi), 

almost ten people killed, multiple people injured. 

This is the second time civilians were attacked in (Koukalouk) in just two weeks’ time.
