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Summary: 9 Nigerian soldiers and militia members killed 

Attack on 3 Christian villages in Northern Nigeria 

This week 9 Nigerian soldiers and militia members were killed, vehicles and weapons looted. Three 

Christian villages attacked; one Christian killed. 

One militia member killed; 7 motorcycles captured 

11 Rabi’ al-Akhar – clash with a militia patrol near (Aziri) – (Borno). No victims reported, one 

motorcycle captured. 

14 Rabi’ al-Akhar – attack on another militia patrol near (Bolka) – (Borno). One killed; the rest fled. 

Weapons and 5 motorcycles captured.  

One Christian killed and a church burned on an attack on 3 Christian villages in (Borno) 

10 Rabi’ al-Akhar – attack on Christians in the village (Kudbe) – (Borno). Two Christians were 

captured and killed.  

12 Rabi’ al-Akhar – attack on Christians in (Johi) – (Borno). They fled, some homes and the church 

were burned. The attacks on Christians continue; also on Friday a Christian village was attacked; the 

inhabitants escaped but some property was burned or looted. 

Attack on a Nigerian Army camp – two trucks and weapons seized 

13 Rabi’ al-Akhar – attack on Nigerian army camp in (Meringa) – (Borno). Two 4x4 vehicles and 

weapons captured. 

Several soldiers killed or wounded in two ambushes near (Borno) 

Saturday – attack on a foot patrol between (Catavilla) and (Mararaba); one was killed, the rest fled.  

Same day, ambush of the Nigerian army in (Malam Fotori) – (Borno) – some killed by an IED and 

machine gun fire 

Five Nigerian soldiers killed or wounded 

15 Rabi’ al-Akhar – attack on a Nigerian army base in (Mosa) – (Borno). Three killed; two wounded; 

the rest fled. Weapons and ammunition seized. 

13 Rabi’ al-Akhar – attack on a Nigerian army camp. Camp taken over and plundered. No casualties 

mentioned. 

Last week 

10 Nigerian soldiers and militia-members killed in an IED-attack on a Gendarmerie checkpoint. One 

officer was killed, two others wounded. One militia checkpoint and five vehicles were destroyed; two 

army camps attacked. Various attacks in the areas of (Yobe) and (Borno).   
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November 4: 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – successive attacks on the Malian Army and the Wagner 

Group 

 

Summary: 

October 31 – one officer of the Malian army killed who has leading a convoy between (Gosi) and 

(Gao)  

November 3 – IED detonated on the Malian Army and the Wagner Group – some wounded and killed 

• Statement by ISWAP 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God Almighty, last Wednesday, soldiers of the caliphate clashed with a patrol of the 

murtad Nigerian army and supporting militia close to (Algarno) – (Borno) . They fled, two RPG’s were 

captured. Praise be God. 
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• Statement by ISWAP 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God Almighty, last Monday, soldiers of the caliphate attacked a murtad Nigerian 

police officer in (Bama) – (Borno) with machine guns, killed him and captured his rifle. Praise be God. 

November 5: 

 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – attack on a patrol of the Malian Army and the Wagner 

Group with an IED on the road between (Asharan) and (Timbuktu) 

 

Summary: 

November 2, IED attack on a patrol of the Malian army and the Wagner Group between (Asharan) 

and (Timbuktu). 3 soldiers killed, 4 were wounded. 

November 6: 

• Statement by ISWAP 
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Translation: 

By the grace of God Almighty, yesterday soldiers of the caliphate armed with machine guns, attacked 

a patrol of the murtad Nigerian army, 2 were killed, 3 others wounded. Two RPG rockets were looted. 

Praise be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP 

 

Translation:  

By the grace of God Almighty, two days ago, soldiers of the caliphate detonated an IED on a patrol of 

the murtad Nigerian army on the road between (Karito) and (Damasek) – (Borno). One 4X4 vehicle 

was destroyed, injuring those on board. Praise be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP – Seven Cameroonian soldiers killed in an attack of the soldiers of the 

caliphate in northern Cameroon.  

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God Almighty, two days ago, soldiers of the caliphate attacked a base of the Kafir 
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Cameroonian army, in (Siram) – (Marwa) in Northern Cameroon. 3 were killed, 4 others wounded. 

The Mujahidin captured weapons and ammunition, praise and glory be God.  

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – United Nations hit again by mines. 

 

Summary: 

November 3 – MINUSMA convoy hit by a landmine east of (Anfif). One armoured vehicle was 

completely destroyed. 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Attack on a Nigerien camp in (Bamgoumi) 

 

Summary: 

November 5 – attack on Nigerien army camp in (Bamgoumi) . The enemy fled leaving behind multiple 

heavy weapons. Six of their vehicles were burned. 
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November 7: 

• Operations against the Burkinabe Army 

 

Summary: 

October 26 – 1 killed, 11 armoured vehicles and 8 motorcycles captured. 

October 28 – 7 Burkinabe soldiers killed in an ambush. Several weapons and motorcycles captured. 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – attack on a Burkinabe army base in (Baba) 

 

Summary: 

November 3 – attack on a Burkinabe military camp in (Baba) – (Touma) supported by mortar fire. 5 

killed, 1 car captured, several weapons, 20 motorcycles and ammunition. 
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November 8: 

• Statement by ISWAP 

 

Translation:  

By the grace of God Almighty, last Thursday, soldiers of the caliphate attacked a base of militia 

working for the murtad Nigerian army in (Gamburu) – (Borno). One injured, the rest fled. Praise be 

God. 
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• Statement by ISWAP 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God Almighty, last Sunday, soldiers of the caliphate detonated an explosive device on 

a patrol of the murtad Nigerian army between (Marte) and (Dikwa) – (Borno). One 4X4 vehicle 

destroyed, all on board killed or wounded. Praise be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God Almighty, two days ago, soldiers of the caliphate attacked a base of militia 

working for the murtad Nigerian army in (Gamburu) – (Borno). Some of them were wounded, the rest
