November 9:

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Summary: 30 Nigerian and Cameroonian soldiers and militia members killed in explosions in
Nigeria and Cameroon

More than 20 Nigerian and Cameroonian soldiers and militia-members killed in various attacks in
Nigeria and Cameroon. 8 more Nigerian killed soldiers were reported to an-Naba’.

Two Nigerian soldiers killed, three wounded

21 Rabi’ al-Akhar — attack on a patrol of the Nigerian army near (Bama) — (Borno). Two killed, three
wounded, weapons captured.

Two IED attacks destroying Nigerian army vehicles, killing and wounding all on board

20 Rabi’ al-Akhar — IED attack on Nigerian army between (Karito) and (Damasak) — (Borno). One 4X4
vehicle destroyed; all on board were killed or wounded.

21 Rabi’ al-Akhar — IED attack on a convoy of the Nigerian army between (Marte) and (Dikwa) —
(Borno). One 4X4 vehicle destroyed; all on board were killed or wounded.

Eight Nigerian soldiers and militia-members killed in two attacks in (Borno)

28 Rabi’ al-Awwal — six soldiers and loyalist militia-members killed near (Marte) — (Borno).

8 Rabi’ al-Akhar — attack on a base of the Nigerian army near (Ngala) — (Borno). Two killed.

One police-officer killed

15 Rabi’ al-Akhar — Police officer killed in (Bama) — (Borno)

Some militia-members hit in two attacks near (Gamboro)

18 Rabi’ al-Akhar — attack on a militia checkpoint in (Gamboru) — (Borno), one wounded, the rest
fled.

22 Rabi’ al-Akhar — attack on a checkpoint in (Gamboru) — (Borno), some wounded, the rest fled.
17 Rabi’ al-Akhar — attack on a Nigerian army patrol near the Algorno forests. They fled.

A magician killed, his house burned

20 Rabi’ al-Akhar — a magician was killed, and his house burned. (Menashek) — (Borno).

Seven Cameroonian soldiers killed in Northern Cameroon

20 Rabi’ al-Akhar — attack on a base of the Cameroonian army in (Siram) — (Marawa), northern
Cameroon. Three soldiers killed, four wounded. A 40 mm mortar and ammunition captured.

Last week

Nine Nigerian soldiers and militia-members killed and wounded in attacks on patrols and bases.
Three Christian villages attacked, two Christians were killed, their homes and possessions were
burned.

November 10:

One vehicle of the Wagner Group was destroyed
with an IED on the road between (Jinqa) and (Lira).

(Algorno) — (Borno). The vehicle was destroyed, those on board were wounded or killed. Praise be
God.

November 9 — four IED attacks on vehicles of the Malian Army and the Wagner Group on the road
between (Niono) and (Markala) — (Segou). Two vehicles destroyed, some enemies killed.

November 10 — IED attack on the Malian Army and the Wagner Group between (Jinqa) and (Lira). 6
killed, 4 wounded.
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November 14:

e Statement by ISWAP
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Translation:

By the grace of God, Almighty. Two days ago soldiers of the caliphate attacked a base of the Kafir
Cameroonian army, in (Kangaliri) — (Marawi). Two were killed, two others wounded, the rest fled.
The Mujahidin captured ammunition and some of their belongings and returned safely to base.

All on
board were killed or wounded.

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Summary:
The Malian Army and the Wagner Group were involved in a number of massacres in (Siko) and

(Mopti). On 23 Rabi’ al-Akhar 12 villagers were killed close to (Jabali) and (Molodo) — (Siko). Other
people were attacked and killed. Their property was burned.

November 10 — another massacre of the Malian Army and the Wagner Group in (Janki); 8 people
were killed.
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
