Report LI – (November 16, 2023 – November 23, 2023) 
 

November 16: 

• an-Naba’ 417 – More than 20 Nigerian, Cameroonian soldiers and militia-members killed in 

Western Africa 
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Summary: More than 20 Nigerian and Cameroonian soldiers and militia members killed 

More than 20 Nigerian and Cameroonian soldiers and militia members killed, four vehicles hit. 

A number of murtad militia members killed, two of their vehicles were destroyed 

Rabi’ al-Akhir 25 – IED attack on a 4X4 vehicle of the militia. All on board were killed or wounded. 

Thursday – second IED attack on a patrol of Nigerian militia on the road between (Ngala) and 

(Ndufu). One 4X4 vehicle destroyed, 5 soldiers were killed or wounded. 

Attack on murtad militia in (Borno) 

Rabi’ al-Akhir 26 – attack on Nigerian militia between (Dikwa) and (Ajiri) – (Borno). No casualties. 

Some motorcycles captured. 

Same day – attack on a patrol of the same militia, no casualties. 

Two vehicles of the Nigerian army targeted in explosions 

Rabi’ al-Akhir 25 – two IED attacks on the road between (Gajebo) and (Lomani), two vehicles, one 

armoured, were damaged. 

Attack on two patrols of the murtad Nigerian army, killing five 

Rabi’ al-Akhir 26 – attack on a Nigerian army checkpoint in (Mararaba) – (Borno). Three soldiers 

killed, two wounded. Some weapons seized. 

Rabi’ al-Akhir 30 – attack on a Nigerian army checkpoint in (Bama) – (Borno). They fled. 

Three attempts to advance on the Mujahidin thwarted 
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Rabi’ al-Akhir 24 – attempt by Nigerian militia to approach the positions of the Mujahidin near 

(Samboasa) – (Borno). The enemy fled. 

Same day – attack on positions of the Mujahidin from (Algorno) forests, attack repelled. 

Rabi’ al-Akhir 27 – attack on Nigerian army and militia patrol that tried to advance near (Algorno) 

forests. They fled.  

No Mujahidin were killed during these clashes, but they suffered some victims during the previous 

days. 

Seven Cameroonian soldiers killed and wounded in two attacks on barracks in northern Cameroon 

Rabi’ al-Akhir 24 – attack on a base of the kafir Cameroonian army in (Chakamora) – (Moura), two 

officers were killed, a third one was wounded. The rest fled.  

Rabi’ al-Akhir 28 - attack on a base of the kafir Cameroonian army in (Kangaliri) – (Marua). Two 

killed, two wounded. 

Two Christians killed near (Shibok) 

Rabi’ al-Akhir 28 – attack on a number of Kafir Christians near (Shibok) – (Borno). Two killed, the rest 

fled. 

Last week 

More than 20 Nigerian, Cameroonian soldiers and militia-fighters killed in several attacks throughout 

Nigeria and Cameroon. Earlier, eight Nigerian soldiers and militia-fighters were killed. 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – A new horrific massacre of the Burkinabe army targeting 

civilians 

 

Summary: 

November 8 – new horrific massacre by the Burkinabe army targeting civilian population. Nearly 100 

people killed, children and women abducted, in the village (Zangou) – (Boasa). Children and women 

were killed under the pretext of fighting terrorism, in fact they are the real terrorists. 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Detonation of an explosive device near the capital 

(Bamako) 
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Summary: 

November 16 – a vehicle of the Malian army was targeted with an IED between (Fana) and (Kouga). 

The vehicle was destroyed.  

November 17: 

• Statement by ISWAP – Four Cameroonian soldiers killed; seven others wounded in an 

attack by the soldiers of the caliphate in Northern Cameroon  

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Soldiers of the caliphate two days ago soldiers of the caliphate 

attacked a base of the Kafir Cameroonian army. Four were killed, seven others wounded, the rest 

fled. One 4X4 vehicle and one truck were damaged. The Mujahidin captured a lot of ammunition. 

Praise and glory be God. 
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November 18: 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Ambush of Burkinabe militia in the area of (Nongofori) 

 

Summary: 

November 13 – (Nongofori) – (Sagi Niga), ambush on Cameroonian militia, they fled, weapons and 

motorcycles captured. 
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November 19: 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Jakana) – (Mainok) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday a convoy of the governor of (Yobe) was attacked on the 

road between (Jakana) and (Mainok) – (Borno). Two were killed, two others wounded. Praise be God.  
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• Statement by ISWAP – (Maiduguri) – (Damboa) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Last Thursday soldiers of the caliphate detonated an explosive device 

on a patrol of the Nigerian army on the road between (Maiduguri) and (Damboa) – (Borno). One 4x4 

vehicle was destroyed, those on board were killed or wounded. Praise be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Shibok) – (Borno)  

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Last Thursday soldiers of the caliphate attacked one of the Kafir 

Christian villages close to (Shibok) – (Borno). Three of them were killed, the house of the village elder 

was burnt, as was their church and other of their possessions. The Mujahidin captured a vehicle and 

a motorcycle. Praise be God. 
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November 20: 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Attack on two Burkinabe army vehicles between (Siba) 

and (Douri) 

 

Summary: 

November 14 – convoy of the Burkinabe army targeted with an IED. Two vehicles and two 

motorcycles were destroyed. All drivers and passengers were killed.

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Burkinabe bombing of (Suqa) – (Jail) with a drone 

 

Summary: 

November 18 – More crimes against humanity by the Burkinabe army by a drone attack in the area 

of (Jail) – (Bouli Kasi) killing 12 people. 
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November 21: 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Algorno) – (Borno)  

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Two days ago, soldiers of the caliphate attacked patrols of the murtad 

Nigerian army and their militia, who tried to advance on the positions of the Mujahidin close to 

(Algorno) – (Borno). They fled, while they escaped the Mujahidin detonated an IED destroying one 

4X4 vehicle, killing and wounding those aboard.  
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• Statement by ISWAP – (Damasek) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Last Friday, soldiers of the caliphate detonated an IED targeting a foot 

patrol of the murtad Nigerian army, close to (Damasek) – (Borno). Some killed and wounded. Praise 

be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Gouza) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Last Friday soldiers of the caliphate clashed with a patrol of militia 

fighting for the murtad Nigerian army in (Gouza) – (Borno). They fled. Praise be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Kaori) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Two days ago, soldiers of the caliphate attacked a patrol of the 

murtad Nigerian army in (Kaori) – (Borno). Three were killed, two wounded, the rest fled. Praise be 

God. 
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November 22: 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Marte) – (Dikwa) – (Borno)  

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Last Saturday, soldiers of the caliphate detonated two IED’s on a 

patrol of the murtad Nigerian army on the road between (Marte) and (Dikwa) – (Borno). One 4x4 

vehicle destroyed, all aboard killed or wounded. Praise be God.

trying to advance on positions of the Mujahidin near (Sambisa) – (Borno). They fled. Praise be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Sawiram) – (Marwa) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday, soldiers of the caliphate detonated an IED on a patrol of 

the Kafir Cameroonian army in (Sawiram) – (Marwa). Two were killed, including a spy among their
