Report LII – (November 23, 2023 – November 30, 2023) 
 

November 23: 

• an-Naba’ 418 – Statements from ISWAP and ISGS 
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Summary – ISWAP Statement: 

 

Over 40 Nigerian and Cameroonian soldiers and Christians killed and wounded in several attacks 

and explosions in Nigeria and Cameroon. 

More than 37 Nigerian and Cameroonian soldiers and three Christians killed in clashes in Nigeria and 

Cameroon. 

11 Cameroonian soldiers killed and wounded 
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Jumada al-Awwal 1 – army barracks of the Cameroonian army attacked. Four killed, seven wounded, 

others fled. Weapons, vehicles and ammunition captured. 

Some killed and wounded after an attack on the governor of (Yobe) 

Jumada al-Awwal 4 – attack on the convoy of the governor of (Yobe) on the road between (Jakana) 

and (Mainok) – (Borno). Two of his bodyguards were killed, others wounded. 

Some killed and wounded, two vehicles destroyed in (Borno) 

Jumada al-Awwal 2 – IED attack on a patrol between (Maiduguri) and (Damboa). One 4X4 vehicle 

destroyed, all on board killed or wounded. 

Jumada al-Awwal 3 – IED attack on a Nigerian foot patrol near (Damasak) – (Borno), some killed and 

wounded. 

Jumada al-Awwal 4 – attack on a convoy of Nigerian army on the road between (Marte) and (Dikwa), 

one 4X4 vehicle destroyed, all on board killed or wounded. 

Failed attempt to progress on the positions of the Mujahidin in (Algorno) 

Jumada al-Awwal 5 – attempt by the Nigerian army and their militia to approach the positions of the 

Mujahidin near the (Algorno) Forests was thwarted. While they fled one of their vehicles got hit by an 

IED. The vehicle was destroyed, all onboard killed or wounded. 

Jumada al-Awwal 3 – attack by soldiers of the caliphate on a patrol of loyalist militia. They fled. 

Three Nigerian soldiers killed, others wounded in an attack on a checkpoint 

Jumada al-Awwal 5 – attack on a Nigerian checkpoint in (Kaoori) – (Borno), three soldiers were killed, 

one wounded, the rest fled.  

Three Christians killed in an attack on one of their villages near (Shibok) 

Jumada al-Awwal 2 – Three Christians killed near (Shibok) – (Borno). House of the village chief, the 

church and other properties were burned.  

Last week 

More than 20 Nigerian, Cameroonian soldiers and militia members were killed, vehicles destroyed in 

attacks on bases in Nigeria and Cameroon. 

Summary – ISGS Statement: 

Bombing of a Nigerien army base – Nigerien spy working for the French executed 

According to a dedicated source of an-Naba’ the Nigerien army base of (Inates) was shelled with 

Katyusha and Grad rockets, which led to panic and confusion in the ranks of the Nigerien army. 

The source also said a spy operating for the French was captured and killed in Niger near the border 

with Mali. 

Bombing of (Inates) military base 

Rabi’ al-Akhir 24 – five Katyusha missiles fired at the military base of (Inates) what led to panic, they 

fled the base while being bombed with mortars. After the bombing the Mujahidin saw helicopters 

landing at the base, spending some time there, probably indicating there were casualties to be 

evacuated. 

Rabi’ al-Akhir 28 – bombing of the base with Katyusha rockets. 

Jumada al-Awwal 2 – bombing with Grad missiles, all of them hit the target. 

Killing of spy working for the “Berkhane” forces 

Capture and execution of a spy working for the Crusader “Berkhane” forces in the Sahel. He was 

arrested near (Tillaberi). After questioning, he was executed by the Mujahidin to set an example.

Summary: 

November 22 – IED attack on a vehicle of the Malian army 

November 19 - IED attack on a vehicle of the Wagner Goup close to (Janki) causing significant losses 

in their ranks 
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November 24: 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Bola Kodobi) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Last Saturday soldiers of the caliphate captured a murtad Nigerian 

policeman in (Bola Kodobi) – (Borno). He was killed. Praise be God. 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Occupation of a base of Burkinabe militia in (Mansila) 

 

Summary: 

November 20 – attack on a camp of Burkinabe militia in (Mansila) – (Siba). Two killed, others 

wounded. Weapons and a motorcycle captured. 

November 21 – attack on camp of Burkinabe militia in (Kowi) – (Hondi). The enemy fled and left their 

equipment behind. 10 motorcycles captured. 
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November 25: 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Double attack on the bases of (Niafunki) and (Koandam) 

 

Summary: 

November 24 – Mujahidin took control of a base of the Malian army in (Niafunki) – (Timbuktu) after 

an extensive battle that was preceded by an SVBIED attack by the brother Dawud al-Ansari. Dozens 

of soldiers were killed, two soldiers killed. Weapons and vehicles captured. 

There also was an attack with 120mm mortars on the base of (Koandam) following the attack in 

(Niafunki). Some were wounded.

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November 26: 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Takolashi) – (Shibok) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday soldiers of the caliphate attacked Kafir Christians in 

(Takolashi) – close to (Shibok) – (Borno). Rhey fled, the Mujahidin burned their church and their 

property. Praise be God. 
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• Statement by ISWAP – (Gamari) – (Difa) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Last Thursday soldiers of the caliphate raided the house of a spy of the 

murtad Nigerien army and killed him. Praise be God. 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Urgent (Timbuktu) 

 

Translation: 

November 26 - This morning a patrol of the Malian army was hit by an IED between (Gondam) and 

(Timbuktu). 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Urgent (Soum) 

 

Translation: 

November 26 – (Jibo) base taken over tonight by the Mujahidin. They still occupy the base. Praise and 

glory be God. 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Urgent (Timbuktu) 

 

Translation: 

November 27 – attack on armoured vehicle of the Malian army on the road between (Gondam) and 

(Tonka). Praise and glory be God. 
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November 28: 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – A Malian army vehicle strikes a landmine close to 

(Sokolo) 

 

Summary: 

November 23 – Malian army vehicle got hit by a landmine close to (Sokolo) – (Siga). A helicopter tried 

to evacuate the killed and wounded. The explosion spoiled their plot and they returned to base. 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Malian army vehicle struck a landmine close to (Yoroso) 

 

Summary: 

November 23 – Malian army vehicle struck a landmine close to (Yoroso) – (Sikaso). A helicopter tried 

to evacuate the death and wounded but was forced to leave the place because of the explosion. 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Maidogori) – (Damboa) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday soldiers of the caliphate detonated an IED on a patrol of the 

murtad Nigerian army on the road between (Maidogori) and (Damboa) – (Borno). The armed vehicle 

was damaged. Praise be God. 
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• Statement by ISWAP – (Bama) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday, soldiers of the caliphate attacked a base of the murtad 

Nigerian army in (Bama) – (Borno). They fled. The Mujahidin burned the base. Praise be God. 

November 29: 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Mairari) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday, soldiers of the caliphate a base used by the murtad 

Nigerian army and their militia, close to (Mairari) – (Borno). Three of them were killed, two others 

wounded, the rest fled. Two motorcycles were burned, nine other motorcycles, weapons and 

ammunition were captured. Praise be God.

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Operations against the Malian army and the Wagner 

Group in (Kidal) 

 

Summary: 

November 27 – attack on a transport plane on the military base of Kidal. No news on the outcome. 

Same day – attack on a vehicle of the Malian army and the Wagner Group in (Tambor) – (Kidal). The 

vehicle was completely burned. 
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November 30: 

• Picture set by ISWAP – Attack on a base shared between the murtad Nigerian army and 

militia in (Mairari) – (Borno) 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Urgent – (Macina) 

 

Translation: 

November 30 – Attack by JNIM Mujahidin on the base of (Marja) – (Nara) 

• Video-release by az-Zallaqa Media – Attack on (Djibo) – (11:04 min) 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Military base captured in (Djibo) 
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Summary: 

November 26 – Mujahidin took control of the entire army base of (Djibo). Dozens killed and 

wounded. Six armoured vehicles captured, 11 motorcycles, different weapons and an stock of 

ammunition was captured. 

The Burkinabe government strongly exaggerated the number of Mujahidin killed and underreported 

on their own losses.
