Summary: 

Nigerian and Cameroonian soldiers, militia members, killed in several attacks  

A number of Nigerian soldiers killed and wounded. One armoured vehicle destroyed. One Nigerian 

police officer killed. Two Cameroonian soldiers and a Cameroonian spy were killed. Operations in 

Nigeria, Cameroon and Niger. 

Nigerian police officer captured and executed 

Jumada al-Awwal, 4 – Nigerian police officer captured and killed in (Boda Kodobe) – (Borno). 

Armoured vehicle of the Nigerian army destroyed 

IED attack on a patrol of the Nigerian army between (Maiduguri) and (Damboa). One armoured 

vehicle damaged. 

Killed and wounded in an attack on two army and militia checkpoints 

Jumada al-Awwal 13 – attack on an army checkpoint in (Bama) – (Borno). No casualties. Checkpoint 

was destroyed. 

Jumada al-Awwal 14 – attack on a checkpoint of the Nigerian army and militia near (Mairari) – 

(Borno). One soldier and two militia members killed. Two motorcycles burned; nine others seized. 

Militia attack thwarted in (Sambisa) 

Jumada al-Awwal 9 – clashes with a patrol of militia, working for the murtad Nigerian army near 

(Sambisa) forest – (Borno) 

Attack on a Christian village, church burned 

Jumada al-Awwal 11 – attack on a Christian village near (Chibok) – (Borno). Church burned down. 

Raid on a sorcerer’s house 

Jumada al-Awwal 12 – (Jakana) – (Borno) raid on a magician’s house. He fled, the Mujahidin burned 

his house. 

A spy killed in (Diffa) 

Jumada al-Awwal 9 – raid on the house of a spy working for the murtad Nigerian army in (Gamari) – 

(Diffa). He was killed 

Two Cameroonian soldiers and a militia member killed in (Maroua) 

Jumada al-Awwal 8 – IED attack on a Cameroonian army convoy in (Sawiram) –(Maroua). Two 

soldiers and a spy killed. 

Last week 

37 Nigerian and Cameroonian soldiers killed or wounded. Three vehicles damaged. Several attacks in 

Nigeria and Cameroon. 
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December 1: 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Vehicle of the Burkinabe army hit by an explosive device. 

 

Summary: 

November 29 – IED attack on an armed vehicle of the Burkinabe army close to the village (Burni). 

Vehicle completely destroyed, those aboard were killed. 
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December 2: 

• Picture by az-Zallaqa Media – destroyed vehicle of the Burkinabe army 

 

 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Mangono) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday, soldiers of the caliphate clashed with a patrol of the 

murtad Nigerian army in (Mangono) – (Borno). Two soldiers were killed, two others wounded, the 

rest fled. The Mujahidin captured two rifles. Praise be God. 
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• Statement by ISWAP – (Kataroko) – (Yobe) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday soldiers of the caliphate attacked a camp of militia working 

for the murtad Nigerian army. Two soldiers were killed, the rest of them fled. Three rifles were 

captured. Praise be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Jakana) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday soldiers of the caliphate attacked a patrol of the murtad 

Nigerian army in (Jakana) – (Borno). They fled. Two rifles were captured. Praise be God. 
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• Video by ISWAP – Raid on Nigerian army in (Mangono) – (Borno), Northern Nigeria – two 

soldiers killed (24 sec) 
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December 3: 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Ambush of the Malian army in (Nara) province 

 

Summary: 

December 1 – ambush on the Malian army between (Marja) and (Kaforo). At least five Malian 

soldiers killed, three vehicles burned. 
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December 4: 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – attack on a military checkpoint in (Kosi) 

 

 
 

Summary: 

December 3 – attack on a checkpoint of the Malian army and the Wagner Group in the area 

of (Kosi). Three military vehicles were abandoned.  
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Ambush on the Malian army in (Jura) 

 

 

 

Summary: 

December 3 – Ambush on the Malian army in (Jura) – (Mopti). Five soldiers killed; two 

vehicles burned. Three vehicles and other military equipment captured. 

 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Shitimari) – (Difa) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Last Friday, soldiers of the caliphate detonated an IED on a patrol of 

the murtad Nigerian army in (Shitimari) – (Difa). The vehicle was destroyed, killing or wounding all 

aboard.  
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• Statement by ISWAP – (Wajiroko) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday, soldiers of the caliphate fired five mortar shells on a 

military base of the murtad Nigerian army in (Wajiroko) – (Borno)  

• Statement by ISWAP – (Bolka) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday, soldiers of the caliphate attacked a patrol of the murtad 

Nigerian army in (Bolka) – (Borno). They fled. Praise be God. 
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December 5: 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – attack on a camp of Burkinabe militia in (Kom Salga) 

 

Summary: 

December 3 – attack on camp of Burkinabe militia in (Kom Salga) –(Wahigoya). Weapons and other 

military equipment captured. 
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• Statement by ISWAP – (Kokawa) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Last Saturday, soldiers of the caliphate detonated an explosive device 

on a checkpoint of the murtad Nigerian army. One armoured vehicle was destroyed, those aboard 

were killed or wounded. Praise be God. 
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• Statement by ISWAP – (Yoniyadi) – (Yobe)  

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday soldiers of the caliphate attacked the seat of the governor 

of (Yoniyadi) – (Yobe). They clashed with his guards, they fled. The residence was burned, five rifles 

were captured. 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Balangwa) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday soldiers of the caliphate attacked a patrol boat of the kafir 

Cameroonian army, that tried to approach the positions of the Mujahidin, close to (Balangwa) in 

northern Cameroon. Two boats were damaged, some were hit, the rest fled. Praise be God. 
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December 6: 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media -  Clashes with the Malian army and the Wagner Group in 

(Kidal) province 

 

Summary: 

December 3 – attack on the Malian army and Wagner Group base of (Amshish) – (Tesalit) – (Kidal) 

province. The operation is still ongoing. 

Same day – Wagner Group member assassinated in the centre of (Kidal) 
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• Statement by ISWAP – Lake area – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday soldiers of the caliphate attacked a patrol of the murtad 

Nigerian army, close to Lake Chad – (Borno). Some were injured, they fled. One rifle captured. Praise 

be God. 
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• Statement by ISWAP – (Bolka) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God almighty, two days ago soldiers of the caliphate detonated an explosive device 

on a patrol of the murtad Nigerian army. One 4X4 vehicle was destroyed, 4 soldiers killed, two 

wounded. Praise be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Goza) – (Borno)  

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Two days ago, soldiers of the caliphate clashed with a patrol of militia 

working for the murtad Nigerian close to (Goza) – (Borno). One soldier was killes, the rest fled. Praise 

be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Bama) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday, soldiers of the caliphate attacked a checkpoint of the 

murtad Nigerian army, in (Bama) – (Borno). One was killed, the rest fled. One rifle was captured. 

Praise be God. 
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• Statement by ISWAP – (Ajiri) – (Borno)  

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday soldiers of the caliphate attacked a patrol of the murtad 

Nigerian army in (Ajiri) – (Borno). One was killed, another wounded, the rest of them fled. The 

Mujahidin safely returned to their camp. Praise be God. 

December 7: 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Yamtaji) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday, soldiers of the caliphate clashed with a patrol of militia 

working for the murtad Nigerian army in (Yamtaji) – (Borno). Some were wounded, the rest fled.
