• Statement by ISGS 

 

Summary: an-Naba’ – dozens of Malian soldiers and Wagner Group members killed and wounded 

in two fierce attacks in Sahel Province 

Last week dozens were reported killed and wounded in the ranks of the Malian Army and the Wagner 

Group in two attacks on military camps in Eastern Mali. Three Malian soldiers that had been 

captured earlier were executed.  

Crimes committed by the army and Crusader forces against innocent civilians. 



Several war crimes by the Malian army and the Wagner Group 

Last month several war crimes were committed by the Malian Army and the Wagner Group against 

civilians. Bedouin nomads and several villages in the area of (Menaka) were attacked under the 

pretext that these villagers were soldiers of the Islamic State. 

One kidnapped villager was taken to a village near (Ansongo) where he was killed with knives in 

public, after which the soldiers turned on the villagers beating them up, looting their property and 

raping the women. 

In a first reaction the Mujahidin killed three Malian soldiers who were captured in the previous 

months in an ambush near (Menaka). 

Dozens of Malian soldiers and Wagner Group members killed in two coordinated attacks 

19 Jumada al-Awwal – attack on a base of the Malian army and the Wagner Group in eastern Mali. 

Several of them were killed and wounded, vehicles were destroyed? Parts of the base were overrun; 

the communication tower of the base was destroyed.  

The attack was meant to disperse their troops and distracting them from their main objective, to 

attack the Mujahidin, the attack was planned to be carried out half an hour after the Mujahidin 

stormed the base.  

Soon after a second attack was launched on a shared base of the Malian army and the Wagner 

Group in (Bizenga) – south of (Ansongo) close to the boarder with Niger. 

The base was overrun with heavy fire; about 30 soldiers were killed. The Mujahidin took control of 

the entire camp. 10 vehicles were burned, four other vehicles, heavy weapons and loads of 

ammunition were looted. The camp was burned.

Summary:  About 30 Nigerian, Nigerien and Cameroonian soldiers and militia members killed in 

attacks by ISWAP 

About 23 Nigerian soldiers and militia members killed, two vehicles damaged. A number of Nigerien 

soldiers were killed and wounded. A clash occurred with a Cameroonian boat patrol causing some to 

be wounded. 

Killed and wounded Nigerian soldiers and militia members in clashes in (Borno) 

Jumada al-Awwal 17 – clashes with a patrol of the Nigerian army that tried to ambush the Mujahidin 

near (Mangono) near (Borno). Two were killed, others wounded. The rest fled. 

Jumada al-Awwal 21 – Lake Chad area (Borno). Clash with Nigerian army patrol, some wounded, the 

rest fled. 

Jumada al-Awwal 20 – clash with Nigerian loyalist militia near (Goza). One killed; the rest fled. 

Attack on four Nigerian army checkpoints in (Borno) 

Jumada al-Awwal 17 – attack on an army checkpoint in (Jakana) – (Borno). No casualties reported. 

Jumada al-Awwal 19 – attack on an army checkpoint in (Bulka) – (Borno). Na casualties reported. 

Jumada al-Awwal 21 – attack on an army checkpoint in (Bama) – (Borno). One killed. 

Jumada al-Awwal 21 – fourth attack on an army checkpoint in (Ajiri) – (Borno). One soldier killed 

another wounded. 

Nigerian armoured vehicle destroyed, all on board killed or wounded in two IED attacks in (Borno) 

Jumada al-Awwal 18 – IED attack on a Nigerian army patrol in (Kukawa) – (Borno). One armoured 

vehicle destroyed, all on board killed or wounded. 

Jumada al-Awwal 20 – IED attack on a Nigerian patrol in (Bolka) – (Borno). One 4x4 vehicle 

destroyed. Four killed, others wounded. 

Jumada al-Awwal 19 – mortar attack on a Nigerian army camp in (Wajiroko) – (Borno). Bo casualties 

reported. 

Two militia members killed in (Yobe) 

Jumada al-Awwal 17 – attack on a checkpoint of loyalist militia in (Kataroko). Two killed; the rest 

fled. 

Attack on the governor’s house in (Buni Yadi) 

Jumada al-Awwal 20 – attack on the house of the governor of (Buni Yadi). Clashes with bodyguards, 

all fled. 

Nigerien army vehicle destroyed, all on board killed or wounded 

Jumada al-Awwal 17 – (Shitimari) – (Diffa). IED attack on a Nigerien army patrol. One 4X4 vehicle 

destroyed, all on board killed or wounded. 

Cameroonian soldiers hit in an attack on river patrol boat 

Jumada al-Awwal 20 – (Balangwa) river patrol approaching positions of the Mujahidin was attacked, 



some killed and wounded. The boat was damaged, some escaped. 

Last week 

Several Nigerian soldiers and militia members killed and wounded, one of their armoured vehicles 

damaged. One Nigerian police officer captured and executed. Two Cameroonian soldiers killed. A 

Cameroonian and a Nigerian spy killed in operations in Nigeria, Cameroon and Niger.  

 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Two Malian army and Wagner Group vehicles struck by

Summary: 

December 6 – near (Kidal) two vehicles of the Malian army and the Wagner Group were completely 

destroyed by an IED 

  



December 8:

Summary: 

December 6 – A Malian army vehicle was destroyed by an IED close to (Sigari) 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Aziri) – (Yobe) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Two days ago, soldiers of the caliphate detonated an IED on a foot 

patrol of the murtad Nigerian army in (Aziri) – (Yobe). Four soldiers were killed and wounded. Praise

Weapons and 

ammunition captured. Praise be God. 

  



• Statement by ISWAP – (Damboa) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday, soldiers of the caliphate attacked a roadblock of the 

murtad Nigerian army in (Damboa) – (Borno). Some were wounded, they fled. Praise be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Damboa) – (Aziri) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Two days ago soldiers of the caliphate detonated two IED’s on patrols 

of the murtad Nigerian army between (Damboa) and (Aziri) – (Borno). Two armoured vehicles were 

damaged. Praise be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP – More than 5 murtad Nigerian soldiers and militia members killed, 

two of their vehicles destroyed in an attack on a camp in Northern Nigeria  

 



Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday, soldiers of the caliphate attacked a base of the murtad 

Nigerian army and their militia near (Nogoum) – (Borno)/ Two soldiers and three militia members 

were killed. One 4x4 vehicle was destroyed. An IED was detonated on a supporting patrol of the 

Nigerian army, another 4x4 vehicle was destroyed, those on board were killed or wounded. Praise be 

God. 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – A new massacre of the Burkinabe army on innocent 

civilians. 

 

Summary: 

December 12 – brutal massacre by the Burkinabe army on innocent civilians in a village between
