Report LVI – (December 21, 2023 – December 28, 2023) 
 

December 21: 

• an-Naba’ 422 – Statements from ISWAP – Killing and wounding nearly 23 Nigerian soldiers 

and militia-members and Christians, six vehicles destroyed in different attacks throughout 

northern Nigeria. 
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Summary: 

Killing and wounding nearly 23 Nigerian soldiers and militia-members and Christians, six vehicles 

destroyed in different attacks throughout northern Nigeria. 

Almost 20 Nigerian soldiers and militia member killed, 5 vehicles destroyed, three Christians killed, 

one of their vehicles captured, others destroyed. 

Eight soldiers and militia members killed in (Borno) 

Jumada al-Awwal 29 – attack on a headquarters of the Nigerian army and loyalist militia in 

(Nogoum) – (Borno). Two soldiers and three militia members killed. 

A patrol coming to their aid from (Maiduguri) was attacked with an IED. One 4X4 vehicle was 

destroyed, killing or wounding all on board. 

Attack on two army checkpoints, some killedand  

Same day – attack on a Nigerian army checkpoint in (Damboa) – (Borno). One injured, they fled. 

Jumada al-Akhira 2 – attack on a Nigerian army checkpoint in (Bama) – (Borno). The enemy fled. 

Three army vehicles targeted, some injured in three attacks in (Borno) 

Jumada al-Awwal 28 – attack on a patrol between (Damboa) and (Aziri) – (Borno). Two armoured 

vehicles damaged, some injured. 

Jumada al-Akhira 3 – IED attack on a Nigerian army patrol between (Wajiroko) and (Sabongari). 

Vehicle damaged. 

Nigerian soldier killed in attack on base 

Jumada al-Akhira 2 – attack on a Nigerian army base in (Dili) – (Borno). One soldier killed. 

Two militia members killed, others wounded in (Borno) 

Jumada al-Awwal 29 – clash with militia near (Yoye) – (Borno). Some wounded. They fled. 

Jumada al-Akhira 4 – attack on a patrol near (Goza) – (Borno). One killed, the rest fled. 

Jumada al-Akhira 6 – attack on loyalist militia, one officer injured. They fled. 

Militia member killed in a house raid 

Jumada al-Akhira 3 – raid on the house of a militia member working for the Nigerian army in (Koliji) – 

(Borno). He was executed. 

Three Christians killed, their houses burned in (Borno) 

Attack on a Christian village (Bemi) – (Borno) – three Christians killed in an attack. Property seized, 

homes burned. 

Last week 

(Borno) – Clashes with the Nigerian army and loyalist militia throughout the country. Vehicles 

destroyed. 
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December 22: 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Shitimari) – (Diffa) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Soldiers of the caliphate clashed with a patrol of the murtad Nigerien 

army that tried to advance on the positions of the Mujahidin close to (Shitimari) – (Diffa). Three 

killed, the rest fled. Two rifles captured. Praise be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Gobio) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty, yesterday soldiers of the caliphate attacked a checkpoint of the 

murtad Nigerian police in (Gobio) – (Borno). One killed, the rest fled. One 4x4 vehicle was looted, 

another burned. They safely returned to their positions; praise be God. 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Patrol of the Burkinabe army hit by an IED 

 

Summary: 

December 19 - Patrol of the Burkinabe army hit by a series of IED’s between (Jibo) and (Kongosi). 

Some casulaties. 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Battle of (Dinagoro) – new strike at the enemy 

 

Summary: 

December 20 – Strike at a czamp of the Malian army in (Dinagoro) – (Mopti) after a suicide attack by 

the brother Usaid al-Ansari with a suicide vehicle. Dozens were killed, the rest fled and left their 

vehicles which were looted by the Mujahidin. 

Other loot: two cars, 37 Kalashnikovs, 14 PiKa’s, 5 Dushka’s, 2 14,5 mm guns, 2 RPG’s and mortars, 

48 boxes of AK ammunition, 18 boxes of 14,5 mm ammunition, 72 boxes of PiKa ammunition and a 

lot of other military equipment. More than 10 military vehicles were burned, including two tanks. 3 

Mujahidin were killed in the raid.

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Base of Burkinabe militia stormed in (Sanko) 
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Summary: 

December 19 – Camp of Burkinabe militia stormed in (Sanko) – (Bangura). Five killed, five 

Kalashnikovs and other equipment looted. 

December 23: 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Kerinoa) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Soldiers of the caliphate captured two Nigerian militia members in 

(Kerinoa) – (Borno) and executed them. Praise be God. 

December 24: 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Urgent – Burkina Faso 

 

Translation: 

December 24 - JNIM takes control of the Burkinabe army base in (Sholi) – (Wigiya) 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media  - Urgent – Burkina Faso 

 

Translation: 

December 24 - JNIM attacked a base of the Burkinabe army in (Gorgaji) – (Dori) 

December 25: 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Kerinoa) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday soldiers of the caliphate captured two spies of the murtad 

Nigerian army close to (Kerinoa) – (Borno) and executed them with machine gun fire. Praise be God. 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Urgent (Macina) 

Translation: 

December 25 – JNIM attacked a base of the Malian army in (Morja) and takes it over completely. 

Praise and glory be God. 

December 26: 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Koros) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Last Saturday soldiers of the caliphate detonated an IED on a patrol of 

the murtad Nigerian army in (Korous) – (Borno). One armed vehicle was destroyed, at least four were 

killed or wounded. Praise be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Chétimari) – (Diffa) 
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Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday soldiers of the Caliphate captured a spy of the murtad 

Nigerien army close to (Chétimari) – (Diffa). He was butchered. Praise be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Koubri) – (Adamawa) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Two days ago soldiers of the caliphate attacked kafir Christians in 

(Koubri) – (Adamawa) . Two were killed. Praise be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Wajiroko) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday soldiers of the caliphate fired seven mortar grenades at a 

camp of the murtad Nigerian army in (Wajiroko) – (Borno). Praise be God. 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Several attacks on the Burkinabe army and militia 

 

Summary: 

December 17 – Burkinabe army ambushed near (Nigadini) on the road between (Tinkodogo) and 

(Béto). Nine soldiers killed. 8 Kalashnikovs, one PiKa rifle and a motorcycle looted.

December 25 – attack on a Malian army base in (Mourja) – (Nara). Eight soldiers killed, 6 cars 

captured, 6 Dushka’s, 10 PiKa’s, 2 RPG’s, 37 Kalashnikovs, 1 mortar and two shells, 218 boxes of 

ammunition. Over 17 military vehicles burned. Four of the Mujahidin were killed during the attack.

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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Urgent (Macina) 

 

Translation: 

December 27 - Detonation of a landmine on a patrol of the Malian army close to the city of (Nara). 
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December 28: 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Sambisa) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday soldiers of the caliphate detonated an IED on a patrol of the 

murtad Nigerian army close to the forests of (Sambisa) – (Borno) . One killed, another wounded, one 

motorcycle destroyed. Praise be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Walgo) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Last Sunday soldiers of the caliphate attacked a base of the murtad 

Nigerian army in (Walgo) – (Borno). Some were killed and wounded. Praise be God.
