Report LVIX – (January 11, 2024 – January 18, 2024) 
 

January 12: 

an-Naba’ 425 – Statements by ISWAP and ISGS related to The Islamic State’s campaign “And kill 

them wherever you find them” 
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• Statements by ISWAP – More than 70 Nigerien soldiers, Christians and militia members 

killed in different attacks in Nigeria, Cameroon and Niger. 
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Summary: 

Militia members killed and wounded in (Borno) 

21 Jumada al-Akhira - IED attack on a loyalist militia patrol between (Ajiri) and (Mana) in (Borno), 

two killed, one vehicle destroyed. 

25 Jumada al-Akhira - attack on loyalist militia gathering in Ghajiram, 8 killed, 4 wounded. 
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Same day - clashes with the same militia patrol between (Gazebo) and (Ngala), militiamen fled, one 

motorcycle seized. 

Next day - loyalist militias attacked near the town of (Goza) - (Borno), two killed. 

Two Nigerian army vehicles were damaged in two explosions 

27 Jumada al-Akhira - IED attack on a patrol of the Nigerian army near (Sambisa Forests), one vehicle 

destroyed. 

The next day - another IED attack on a Nigerian army patrol near the town of (Goneri), one vehicle 

destroyed. 

The detonation of four IEDs on the Nigerian army in Borno 

26 Jumada al-Akhira - soldiers of the caliphate detonated IEDs on two patrols of the murtadd 

Nigerian army between the towns of (Gajibo) and (Dikwa), two soldiers killed, some injured. Two 

vehicles destroyed.  

Four soldiers and militiamen killed 

26 Jumada al-Akhira - A patrol of the Nigerian army was ambushed between the towns of (Katafila) 

and (Volka), 2 soldiers were killed, some wounded. Weapons and two motorcycles seized.  

23 Jumada al-Akhira - a clash with a patrol of loyalist militia near the town of (Goza) in (Borno), two 

killed, the rest escaped. 

One soldier captured and killed in Borno 

22 Jumada al-Akhira - a Nigerian army checkpoint was set up on the (Gujba) – (Buni Yadi) road. A 

soldier was captured and executed. Additionally, a Christian was captured.  

Ten Nigerian army personnel were killed and wounded as two army’s advance attempts were 

thwarted 

25 Jumada al-Akhira - clash with patrols of the Nigerian army, which were trying to advance on 

mujahideen positions near the (Sambisa Forests). 6 soldiers killed, others wounded. 

The next day - another patrol of the Nigerian army tried to advance near (Sambia Forests), some 

injuries.  

Thwarting a third attempt to advance in (Kerinoa) 

27 Jumada al-Akhira - A clash with a patrol of the Nigerian army and loyalist militias which 

attempted to advance on the mujahideen positions in the town of (Karinoa) in the (Borno region), 

which led to enemy forces’ escape. 

12 Christians killed and their homes burned in Borno 

19 Jumada al-Akhira - In accordance with the war on Christians, attack on kafir Christians in the town 

of (Ghana Marwa). Eight Christians killed, some vehicles and houses burned.  

Same day - Attack on Christians in the village of (Bula Malm), near the town of (Chibok) - (Borno). 

Some killed, the rest fled.  

20 Jumada al-Akhira  - Attack on Christians in the village of Bola Kudbe, near the town of (Chibok) 

causing them to flee. Some houses burned. 

22 Jumada al-Akhira - attack on Christians in the village of (Takolashi) which led to their escape. 

Three houses burned; two motorcycles seized.  

Nine kafir Christians killed in (Ghajiram) 

22 Jumada al-Akhira - attack on Christians in the town of (Geidam) in the (Yobe) region. Some 

deaths, two vehicles, a Church and more than 10 houses burned. 

Three attacks targeting the army and militias in (Yobe) 

22 Jumada al-Akhira - IED attack on a foot patrol of the Nigerian army near the town of (Geidam) in 

the (Yobe) region, some killed and wounded. 

19 Jumada al-Akhira - attack on a militia checkpoint near the town of (Gujba), militiamen escaped. 

Next day - mortar attack on a camp of the Nigerian army in the town of (Boni) in the (Yobe) region. 
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Operations reach (Nasarawa) region in central Nigeria 

19 Jumada al- Akhira  - attack on Christians in a store in the town of (Mararaba) in the (Nasarawa) 

region, four Christians killed, others injured.  

Seven Christians were killed, ten others captured in northern Cameroon 

19 Jumada al-Akhira - attack on Christians in the town of (Bargaram) in the (Maroua) region, 4 dead 

and 8 captured, including a priest. 

A militia leader was killed near (Marwa)  

22 Jumada al-Akhira - attack in Northern Cameroon in the town of (Sweiram) – (Marwa), a raid on a 

loyalist militia commander which led to his death. 

A number of police officers were injured in (Diffa)  

24 Jumada al-Akhira - a checkpoint of Niger’s police near the city of Diffa was attacked, some 

injuries.  

Last week 

A number of Nigerian soldiers and loyalist militia killed, others wounded in three bombings in 

northern Nigeria. 
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• Statements by ISGS – More than 16 murtad Malian soldiers and militia-members killed in 

attacks by soldiers of the caliphate in Mali. 

 

Summary: 

More than 18 murtad soldiers of the Malian army and loyalist militias killed and wounded in an 

attack by soldiers of the caliphate in Mali.  

During the raid in accordance with “and kill them, wherever you find them” campaign, 18 soldiers 

and militiamen were killed and wounded. One vehicle was destroyed, another seized. A camp of the 

Malian army and the Crusader Wagner Group was bombed during three separate attacks in north-

eastern Mali. 

Some members of the Malian army and loyal militiamen were killed and injured 

20 Jumada al-Akhira - attack on a checkpoint between (Menaka) and (Adaramboukar).  Ten soldiers 

and Azawad militiamen were killed and wounded. One vehicle destroyed, aotnher seized. 
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Eight members of the murtad militia were killed in an attack in Gao 

23 Jumada al-Akhira - attack on a loyalist militia checkpoint between (Ansongo) and (Gao) in 

northern Mali. Eight militiamen were killed, and eight others wounded. Several vehicles were burned. 

Shelling of a camp of the Malian army and the Wagner Group with three GRAD missiles 

23 Jumada al-Akhira - Mujahideen targeted a camp of the Malian army and Crusader Wagner militia 

in (Menaka) with three GRAD missiles. An ‘Amaq video was released, showing the launch of the 

rockets with a statement “In retaliation for our Muslim brothers in Gaza and in accordance with the 

Islamic State’s call to take revenge on Jews, Christians and murtadin everywhere”. 

 

January 13: 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Dikwa) – (Yobe) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty, two days ago soldiers of the caliphate stormed the house of spy 

working for the murtad Nigerian army in (Dikwa) – (Yobe), they executed him and burned his house. 

Praise be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Sambisa) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty, soldiers of the caliphate detonated an explosive device on a foot 

patrol of the murtad Nigerian army that tried to advance on positions of the Mujahidin close to 

(Sambisa) forests – (Borno). One was killed, others wounded. Praise be God.  
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – (Amshish) military base attacked with GRAD rockets 

 

Summary: 

January 11 – attacks on the Malian army and the Wagner Group in the base of (Amshish) – (Tessalit) 

with GRAD rockets. No casualties reported. 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Attacks on Burkinabe militia 

 

Summary: 

January 7 – attack on Burkinabe militia between (Bila) and (Bugundi) – (Fandangorma). At least three 

militia members killed, weapons seized. 

January 8 – another attack on Burkinabe militia in (Sha) – (Bobogolaso) at least one of them was 

killed. Weapons and other equipment seized. 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Attack on a Nigerien military vehicle 

 

Summary: 

January 11 – attack on a Nigerien vehicle with an IED in the outskirts of (Samir) – (Tillaberi). One 

vehicle was completely destroyed, all on board were killed. 

January 14: 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Sambisa) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty, yesterday soldiers of the caliphate clashed with Nigerian loyalist 

militia close to the (Sambisa) forests – (Borno). They fled. Praise be God.  
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• Statement by ISWAP – (Algorno) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty, soldiers of the caliphate detonated an explosive device on a foot 

patrol of the murtad Nigerian army that tried to advance on the positions of the Mujahidin close to 

(Algorno) forest – (Borno), two were killed, others wounded. Praise be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Algorno) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty, yesterday soldiers of the caliphate detonated an explosive device on a 

patrol of the murtad Nigerian army that tried to advance on the positions of the Mujahidin close to 

(Algorno) forest – (Borno), one vehicle was damaged. Praise be God. 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Attack on the Nigerien military in the outskirts of the 

capital (Niamey) 

 

Summary: 

January 12 – attack on a camp of the Nigerien army in the outskirts of the capital (Niamey). Cars, 

weapons and ammunition looted after all of them fled the base.  
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January 15: 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Nadoufa) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty, last Thursday soldiers of the caliphate detonated an explosive device 

on a patrol of the murtad Nigerian army, that tried to advance on the positions of the Mujahidin 

close to (Nadufa) – (Borno). One vehicle was damaged. Praise be God. 
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• Statement by ISWAP – (Algorno) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty, last Friday, soldiers of the caliphate detonated an explosive device on 

a foot patrol of the murtad Nigerian army that tried to advance on positions of the Mujahidin close 

to (Algorno) forest – (Borno). Some of them were killed and wounded. Praise be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Nadoufa) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty, yesterday soldiers of the caliphate fired two mortar rounds on a camp 

of the murtad Nigerian army and loyalist militia in (Nadoufa) – (Borno). Praise be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Ouma) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty, soldiers of the caliphate fired 40 mm grenades and mortar grenades 

on a group of murtad Nigerian soldiers and loyalist militia in (Ouma) – (Borno). Praise be God. 
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January 16: 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Attack on a military vehicle in the area of (Tillaberi) 

 

Summary: 

January 13 – IED attack on a vehicle of the Nigerien army between (Balkab) and (Samir) – (Tillaberi). 

It was completely destroyed.  
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January 17: 

• Statement by ISWAP – Seven murtad Nigerian soldiers and loyalist militia killed, others 

wounded in two explosions in Northern Nigeria 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty, yesterday soldiers of the caliphate detonated two explosive devices on 

a patrol of the murtad Nigerian army and loyalist militia that tried to advance on the positions of the 

Mujahidin, close to (Mafa) – (Borno). One 4x4 vehicle was destroyed, damaging another one, killing 

seven and wounding others. Praise and glory be God.  

January 18: 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Urgent (Aribanda) 

 

Translation: 

January 18 – Mujahidin of JNIM attacked a patrol of the Malian army between (Homberi) and (Gosi) 

leading to significant human and material losses in the ranks of the enemy. Praise and glory be God.
