Report LXIII – (February 8, 2024 – February 15, 2024) 
 

February 8: 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Banki) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty, last Monday soldiers of the caliphate clashed with a mixed patrol of 

the Nigerian and Cameroonian army, trying to approach the Mujahidin’s positions, close to (Banki) 

Forests – (Borno). Some of them were killed and wounded, the rest fled. Praise be God. 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Urgent (Massina) 

 

Translation: 

February 8 – JNIM Mujahidin stormed a camp of the Malian army in (Milka Mali) – (Kais) causing 

severe losses. Praise and glory be God. 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Burkinabe army hit by three IED-attacks 

 

Summary: 

February 6 – Three IED attacks targeted a Burkinabe army convoy between (Cobri) and (Ouhiguya), 

unspecified material and human losses in the aftermath. 

February 5 – A member of the Burkinabe army was killed in clashes in (Bella) (Bobogualosso), seizing 

his belongings. 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – A sweeping attack targeting the Malian army in Malacca 

 

Summary: 

February 8 – JNIM unit attacked the Malian army (FAMA) headquarters in (Malaga) near the 

Mauritanian border, at least four soldiers were killed.  
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• an-Naba’ 429 – Statements by ISWAP 
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Summary: 

More than 50 apostates from the Nigerian army, police and militias were killed and wounded, 

eight vehicles were destroyed in Nigeria and Niger 
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Operations of ISWAP fighters in West Africa this week resulted in one death, while more than 10 

soldiers, policemen and militiamen were injured. Two houses belonging to local officials were burnt, 

two guards killed, some vehicles and other equipment destroyed in various attacks across Nigeria 

and Niger. 

32 militia members killed in three bombings in Borno 

Rajab 17 – IED attack on a truck carrying members of the loyalist militia, resulted in the death of 19 

militiamen and truck’s destruction.  

Same day – IED attack on a patrol of the loyalist militia on the road to (Bulka), killing three members 

and destroying a motorcycle.  

Next day – IED attack on a truck carrying members of the loyalist militia on the road to (Katafella), at 

least 10 militia members were killed, the truck was destroyed. 

Five Nigerian policemen including an officer were killed 

Rajab 17 – ISWAP fighters attacked the headquarters of the murtad Nigerian police in (Gajiram), 

resulting in the death of an officer and four others. The building was then burnt down.  

14 members of the Nigerian army were killed and injured  

Rajab 20 – Attack on a checkpoint of the murtad Nigerian army in (Jimtilo), one officer was killed. 

Rajab 23 – IED attack on a foot patrol of the murtad Nigerian army near their checkpoint between 

(Bama) and (Maire), at least 10 soldiers were killed and injured, a four-wheel-drive vehicle was 

damaged. 

Rajab 22 – Attack on the Nigerian army barracks in (Cocarita), three soldiers were killed, the barracks 

burnt and some loot was seized. 

An attack on a town official and the killing of two of his guards 

Rajab 22 – A house of a local official in (Cocarita) was attacked, two of his guards were killed, two 

vehicles burnt and the third captured. 

Four vehicles burnt in an attack on the home of an official in Diffa  

Rajab 22 – Moving to Niger, ISWAP fighters attacked a house of a local official in (Chitimari), (Diffa) 

region, burnt four of his vehicles, seized a motorcycle and safely fled. 

Last week  

Last week, the operations of ISWAP fighters resulted in the killing and wounding of about 10 

members of the Nigerian and Cameroonian army and militias, in addition to the capture and killing of 

three spies, and the damage of an armoured vehicle and a four-wheel-drive vehicle in various areas 

in Nigeria and Cameroon. 
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February 9: 

• Statement by ISWAP – 11 murtad Nigerian soldiers killed and wounded in an IED attack by 

soldiers of the caliphate in northern Nigeria 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty, two days ago soldiers of the caliphate detonated an IED on a truck of 

murtad Nigerian soldiers on the road between (Dikwa) and (Ajiri) – (Borno). The truck was destroyed, 

seven soldiers were killed, four wounded. Praise and glory be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Goza) – (Borno)  

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty, two days ago soldiers of the caliphate attacked a patrol of Nigerian 

loyalist militia near (Goza) – (Borno). One was killed, the rest fled. Praise be God. 
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February 10: 

• Statement by ISWAP (Swiram) – (Maroua) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty, two days ago soldiers of the caliphate attacked a base of the Kafir 

Cameroonian army in (Souiram) – (Marwa), four of them were killed, a fifth injured. Praise be God. 

February 10: 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Urgent (Sikasso) 

 

Translation: 

February 10 – Mujahidin of JNIM set an ambush for the Malian army in the area of (Sikasso) causing 

significant human and material losses. Praise and glory be God. 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Urgent (Massina) 

 

Translation: 

February 10 – Mujahidin of JNIM targeted a vehicle of the Wagner Group between (Nono) and 

(Sirbala). Praise and glory be God. 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Urgent (Massina) 

 

Translation: 

February 10 – Mujahidin of JNIM targeted a vehicle of the Malian army close to (Dagufuri) – (Sicco). 

Praise and glory be God. 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Attack on a Malian army checkpoint in (Mopti) 

 

Summary: 

February 9 – attack on a checkpoint of the Malian army in (Barkundaka) – (Mopti). At least one 

killed. The rest fled. Several weapons and two motorcycles captured. 
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February 11: 

• Video release by A’maq Media Agency – detonation of an IED on a foot patrol of the 

Nigerian army in (Borno) 
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February 12: 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Lasa) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty, two days ago soldiers of the Caliphate attacked a headquarters of 

murtad loyalist Nigerian militia. Some were killed, the rest fled. Two rifles and one motorcycle were 

captured. Praise be God.  

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Nine Malian soldiers killed in (Seko) province  

(one graphic picture withheld from publication) 

 

Summary: 

February 10 – an ambush on the Malian army gathering between (Magakoy) and (Bina), nine soldiers 

were killed, two vehicles burnt, a large quantity of weapons and ammo caches seized. Three 

mujahideen were martyred. 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Urgent – (Sikasso) 

 

Translation: 

February 12 – Mujahidin of JNIM set an ambush on the Malian army in (Herimakono) – (Sikasso), 

reports of losses among regime soldiers ranks. 

 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Urgent – (Sikasso) 

 

Translation: 

February 12 – Mujahidin of JNIM detonated an IED on a group of Malian soldiers close to the border 

with Burkina Faso in (Sikasso). Praise and glory be God. 
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February 13: 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Wajiroko) – (Damboa) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty, last Saturday soldiers of the caliphate detonated explosive devices on 

a foot patrol of the murtad Nigerian army on the road between (Wajiroko) and (Damboa) – (Borno) . 

Some soldiers were killed. Praise be God. 

• Statement by ISWAP – (Kanama) – (Yobe)  

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty, yesterday soldiers of the caliphate attacked a roadblock of the murtad 

Nigerian army close to (Kanama) – (Yobe). Some soldiers were killed. Praise be God. 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Attack on a Burkinabe militia headquarters in (Banfora)  

 

Summary: 

February 10 – Attack on the Burkinabe army headquarters in (Lafia). Two soldiers were killed, 

another was captured alive, a few weapons and other property seized. 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Targeting murder and criminal mercenaries in (Amzilaq) 

 

Summary: 

February 9 – Ambush on Wagner mercenaries travelling on motorcycles in (Amzilaq), east of (Kidal). 

Significant number of human and material losses reported, other mercenary forces intervened to 

evacuate the wounded from the site. 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – The massacres continue against unarmed civilians in 

Massina 

 

Summary: 

February 2 – The wave of Russian and Malian crimes against civilians continues. In (Kuna), Russia 

mercenaries killed six civilians in (Diqenni), (Semgara), (Gambakor), Some residents are considered 

missing. 

February 5 – murtad Mali army and Russians committed massacres in (Janki), east of (Lire), killing 

nine people, most of whom were elderly, a number of women was raped, shops in the vicinity looted. 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Various operations targeting the Malian army in 

(Sikasso)  

 

Summary: 

February 11 – IED attack on a Malian army vehicle between (Kouri) and (Koutiala). 

February 12 – Ambush on the Mali army gathering near (Herikamono), killing at least three. 

Same day – IED attack on the Malian army gathering in (Sona) near the Burkinabe border, killing 

three soldiers. 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Wagner mercenaries in the crosshairs of the Mujahidin 

 

Summary: 

February 10 – a Wagner mercenary vehicle was targeted between (Nono) and (Markala), resulting in 

deaths and injuries among the ranks of mercenaries. 

Same day – another Wagner mercenary vehicle was targeted in (Dugoviri), killing at least one person 

and wounding three others. 

February 13 – JNIM fighters confronted the advance of Wagner mercenaries in (Bandjara) of (Mopti) 

state, forcing withdrawal of Russians. Later, a mercenary helicopter intervened to transport the 

wounded.  
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Dozens of Burkinabe soldiers killed in two separate 

attacks 

 

Summary: 

February 12 – Attack on the headquarters of the Burkinabe army in (Sogul), killing 12 soldiers and 

capturing a large quantity of weapons and other belongings. 

February 13 – 15 Burkinabe army soldiers were killed during a clash in (Nashaboni), 11 motorcycles, 

various weapons and other equipment were seized. 
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• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – attack on a Nigerian army checkpoint 

 

Summary: 

February 13 – attack on a Niger army checkpoint in (Velma), killing at least one person and seizing 

five Kalashnikovs. 

 

• Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – attack on motorcycles of the Wagner Group 

 

Summary: 

February 13 – IED attack on the Wagner mercenaries motorcycles on the road between (Douma) and 

(Weri), which resulted in destruction of two motorcycles and the death of some mercenaries. 
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
