February 15:

o an-Naba’ 430 - Statements by ISWAP — 26 Nigerian and Cameroonian soldiers and militia-
members killed in several clashes in Nigeria and Cameroon
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Summary:
26 members of the Nigerien and Cameroonian armies and militias were killed and wounded

This week, ISWAP fighters killed and wounded 21 members of the murtad Nigerian army and loyal
militias, in addition six Cameroonian soldiers were killed in separate operations in Nigeria and
Cameroon.

13 army members killed and injured in two bombings in Borno

Rajab 26 — IED attack on a murtad Nigerian army truck between (Dikwa) and (Ajiri), resulting in the
truck’s destruction and the killing of seven soldiers aboard, four others were injured.

Rajab 29 — Two IED attacks on a Nigerian army foot patrol on the road (Wajiroko) — (Damboa), two
officers were killed.

Thwarting an attempt to advance near the Banki forests

Rajab 24 — Clashes with a join Nigerian-Cameroonian armies and militias patrol attempting advance
near (Banki forests), some killed and wounded.

Deaths from apostate militias in Borno

Rajab 26 — Clashes with a patrol of loyalist Nigerian militia in (Goza), killing one, the rest fled.

Rajab 29 — Attack on the headquarters of the murtad militia in (Lassa), killing two militiamen and
seizing some weapons.

Two army personnel killed in Yobe

Sha’ban 2 — Attack on a checkpoint of the murtad Nigerian army near (Kanama), two soldiers were
killed, an economic war against Nigeria continues.

Rajab 26 — IED attack between (Jacana) and (Mainok) in (Borno) on the (Yobe) province border.
Four members of the Cameroonian army were killed

Rajab 27 — Attack on a barracks of the Cameroonian army in (Swiram) of (Maroua) region, resulting
in four soldiers killed and the fifth wounded.

Last week

Last week, ISWAP operations resulted in the killing and wounding of more than one member of the
murtad Nigerian army, police and loyal militias. Two houses of local town officials were attacked, two
guards were killed, eight vehicles burnt and destroyed, barracks and headquarters burnt in separate
attacks in Nigeria and Niger.

Rajab 16 — 25 members of loyalist Nigerien militia were killed, others wounded in the clashes in
(Tillaberi).

Dead and wounded from the Malian army and Wagner Crusaders

Sha’ban 1 — Ambush on a joint military convoy of the murtad Malian army and Wagner Crusaders
militia on the (Menaka)-(Ansongo) road, resulting in many deaths and injuries. Shortly after the
battle, drones, helicopters and warplanes arrived in the area, trying to retaliate against ISGS fighters,
ending up in failure.
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e Statement by az-Zallaga Media — Dozens of Burkinabe soldiers killed in two separate
attacks
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Summary:

February 12 — INIM fighters stormed the headquarters of the Burkinabe forces in (Soguel), 12 soldiers
were reported dead, a large quantity of weapons was looted.

February 13 — 15 Burkinabe soldiers were killed in the clash in (Nashabuni), 11 motorcycles and a
large quantity of weapons, ammo and explosives were seized.

On this
day, FAMA massacred civilians on their way to the local market in (Dandougou) (Kulikoro), 16 people
were killed.

February 16 — Airstrikes conducted by a Malian army plane resulted in the death of 14 civilians on a
wedding feast in (Konokasi), near (Moloudou).

February 14 — Mali army and Wagner mercenaries carried out a massacre in (Doula), near (Niono),
killing 10 civilians, most of them children and old women. The government’s side claimed to have
conducted a raid against INIM, eliminating a number of fighters, JNIM denies the allegations.

February 15 — Ambush on the Malian army on the road between (Kita) and (Bamako), the army fled,
leaving a quantity of weapons and ammo. Two vehicles were burnt.

February 19 — Ambush on the Malian army between (Kita) and (Bamako), the army withdrew.
February 21 — Three simultaneous operations were conducted in (Niono), capturing two city gates
and killing three Malian soldiers. Mali army’s barracks were targeted by mortar shelling. Weapons
and ammo caches were seized in the aftermath, nine vehicles were burnt.

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Summary:

February 20 — four IEDs were used to target a Burkinabe army convoy between (Sisi) and (Ngari),
some human and material losses were reported.

Same day - Two IEDs were used to ambush a Burkinabe army patrol in (Boykoro), unspecified number
of casualties.

Next day — IED attack on a Burkinabe army patrol between (Arna) and (Jigwe)

February 17 — INIM fighters staged an ambush on the Beninese army near the Burkinabe border, four
soldiers were killed, three motorcycles and a few weapons seized.
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
