Report LXV – (February 22, 2024 – February 29, 2024) 
 

February 22: 

● an-Naba’ 431 – Statements by ISWAP – One of them an officer … nine Nigerien and 

Nigerian soldiers killed and hit by soldiers of the caliphate in two attacks in Western Africa 

province 
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Summary: 

Soldiers of the Caliphate killed an officer and a Nigerien soldier this week, two others were wounded. 

One vehicle was captured. A Nigerian soldier was killed, one vehicle damaged, two others burned. All 

in different attacks in Nigeria and Niger. 

One checkpoint taken over; one Nigerian soldier killed 

Sha’ban 9 – checkpoint of the Nigerian army captured in (Yadi) – (Borno). One soldier killed; the rest 

fled. A 4x4 vehicle was struck with a hand grenade, two others damaged. During the attack two 

machine rifles and a heavy machine gun were captured.  

A'maq Agency release a video of the attack. A source to an-Naba’ also reported an attack on Sha’ban 

10 an attack on a Nigerian checkpoint in (Kadamari) – (Borno). All soldiers fled. 

8 Nigerien soldiers killed and wounded 

Sha’ban 9 – attack on a Nigerien army barracks in (Asaka Kura) – (Diffa). One officer killed; six 

soldiers wounded. One 4x4 vehicle and various weapons seized. 

Last week 

21 Nigerian soldiers and loyalist militia killed or wounded, six Cameroonian soldiers wounded in 

several attacks in Nigeria and Cameroon. 
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● Statement by ISGS – Seven murtad Malian loyalist militia members killed, two wounded, in 

an attack by soldiers of the caliphate in northern Mali 

 

Summary: 

Last week soldiers of the caliphate in Sahel Province launched an attack on a checkpoint of Malian 

loyalist militia. Seven were killed, others wounded in Northeastern Mali. 

Attack on a Malian checkpoint at the gates of (Ansongo); seven soldiers killed, others wounded, the 

rest fled.  

Last week 

Malian Army and Wagner Group convoy ambushed in Northeastern Mali, some killed and wounded. 

● Statement by ISWAP – (Sabon Gari) – (Aziri) – (Borno) 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Last Monday soldiers of the caliphate detonated an IED on a patrol of 

the murtad Nigerian army on the road between (Sabon Gari) and (Aziri) – (Borno). One 4x4 vehicle 

was destroyed, all on board were killed or wounded. Praise be God. 
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● Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Simultaneous strikes targeting the Malian army 

 

Summary: 

February 15 - Ambush on the Mali army on the road between (Keita) and (Bamako). The army fled, 

leaving a large quantity of weapons and ammo. Two vehicles were burnt. 

February 19 - The Mali army was ambushed on the (Keita) and (Bamako) road, the enemy fled. 

February 21 - three simultaneous operations in (Niono) resulted in taking control of two gates by 

JNIM and the killing of at least three soldiers. The Mali army barracks in (Niono) were also targeted 

with mortar shells. A quantity of ammo and a few weapons were seized, nine vehicles burnt. 
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● Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – IED’s targeting the Burkinabe Army 

 

Summary: 

February 20 - Attack with four IEDs on a Burkinabe army convoy between (Sisi) and (Ngari), some 

human and material losses reported. 

Same day and next day - 10 IEDs were used in the attack on a Burkinabe army patro between (Erna) 

and (Jingwe), resulting in deaths and material losses. 

Same day - Attack with two IEDs on a Burkinabe army patrol in (Boykoro), which led to human and 

material losses among the army ranks. 
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● Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – 4 Beninese soldiers killed 

 

Summary: 

February 17 - Ambush on the Beninese army near the Burkinabe border resulted in the killing of four 

Beninese soldiers, three motorcycles were seized. 
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February 23: 

● Video release by az-Zallaqa Media – An excerpt from the attack on a military point in 

(Niono) (1:19 mins) 
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February 24: 

● Statement by ISWAP – (Miringa) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday soldiers of the caliphate attacked a base of the murtad 

Nigerian army in (Miringa) – (Borno). Two were killed. Praise be God. 

February 25: 

● Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Urgent Burkina Faso 

 

Translation: 

February 25 – Two Burkinabe army checkpoints overrun tonight. The first one in (Korbolo) – 

(Kongosi), the other one in (Tiousine) close to (Wahigoya). Praise and glory be God. 
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● Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Urgent Burkina Faso 

 

Translation: 

February 25 – takeover of a Burkinabe army checkpoint in (Nasaboti) – (Fadangorma). The base was 

completely taken over. Praise and glory be God. 

● Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Burkinabe army column hit by an IED 

 

 
 

Summary: 

February 22 - A convoy of the Burkinabe army was targeted between (Toguri) and (Bsila), resulting in 

some deaths and material losses, 
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February 26: 

● Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Burkinabe army targeted with several explosive devices 

 

Summary: 

February 24 - Attack with two IEDs on a Burkinabe army patrol in (Doti). Another patrol was targeted 

with a series of IEDS between (Wangolodougu) and (Foulonso), various human and material losses 

reported. 
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February 27: 

● Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Simultaneous strikes against Burkinabe forces 

 

Summary: 

February 25 - A camp of the Burkinabe army in (Toisin) near (Ouahigouya) was stormed, resulting in 

the killing of 14 members. 14 motorcycles were seized along with some weapons and luggage. 

Same day - Attack on the Burkinabe army barracks in (Nasaboni), a lot of deaths reported, a large 

quantity of weapons and ammo seized. 

Same day - Clashes with the Burkinabe loyalist militias between (Wargu) and (Tenkoduogo), two 

militiamen were killed, three motorcycles and a few weapons seized. 
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● Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Various strikes targeting the Malian army 

 

Summary: 

February 22 - Attack on the gates of (Aouro), the gate was burnt down. 

February 23 - Attack on the gates of (Kiaba) and (Kangaba) resulted in the killing of at least one 

soldier and the burning of two vehicles and nine motorcycles. 

Same day - An assassination of a Mali army soldier in (Sevare), 

February 26 - Attack on the gathering of the Malian army between (Keita) and (Kiyaba). The army 

fled, two weapons were seized, and two vehicles burnt. 
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February 28: 

● Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Urgent (Messina) 

 

Translation: 

February 28 – Malian army checkpoint in (Karifour) – (Kolikoro). Checkpoint completely taken over. 

Praise and glory be God. 
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● Statement by az-Zallaqa Media - Burkinabe army’s series of crimes against peoples 

continues 

 

Summary: 

February 25 - the Burkinabe army committed a heinous massacre against civilians between (Tio) and 

(Ouahigouya) killing 223 people, mostly women and children. It’s a direct revenge stemming from 

inability to repel JNIM fighters on the outskirts of (Ouahigouya). 
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February 29: 

● Statement by ISWAP – (Bana) – (Diffa) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Yesterday soldiers of the caliphate attacked a checkpoint of murtad 

Nigerien army in (Bana) – (Diffa). One soldier was killed, others wounded, the rest fled. The 

Mujahidin captured a 4x4 vehicle, weapons and ammunition and safely returned to base. Praise be 

God. 
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● Statement by ISWAP – (Algorno Forests) – (Borno) 

 

Translation: 

By the grace of God, Almighty. Two days ago soldiers of the caliphate detonated two IED’s on a foot 

patrol of the murtad Nigerian army, that tried to advance on the positions of the Mujahidin, close to 

(Algorno forests) – (Borno). Two were killed, others wounded. Praise be God. 

● Statement by az-Zallaqa Media – Two checkpoints of the Burkinabe army stormed in (Kaia) 

 

Summary: 

February 26 - Two military checkpoints of the Burkinabe army in (Dim) and (Walga) were stormed, 

resulting in the death of 13 soldiers. A quantity of weapons was seized along with 11 motorcycles.
